The chair called the meeting to order at 8:30 AM. There being a quorum present, the following 

business was transacted:  

 

The following members arrived after the roll was called: Senator Creighton, Senator Johnson, 

Senator Kolkhorst, Senator Middleton, Senator Zaffirini. 

 

The Chair laid out SB 768 by Senator Parker as a matter of pending business. Senator King 

moved that SB 768 be reported favorably to the full Senate with the recommendation that it do 

pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 10 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not 
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voting, and 1 absent. Senator King moved that the bill be recommended for placement on the 

Local & Uncontested Calendar; without objection, it was so ordered. 

 

The Chair laid out SB 936 by Senator Hancock as a matter of pending business. Senator King 

moved that SB 936 be reported favorably to the full Senate with the recommendation that it do 

pass and be printed. The motion did not carry with a record vote of 4 ayes, 3 nays, 0 present not 

voting, and 4 absent. 

 

The Chair laid out CSSB 541 by Senator Campbell as a matter of pending business. Senator 

Campbell moved adoption of the committee substitute. Without objection, it was so ordered. 

Senator Campbell moved that SB 541 do not pass but the committee substitute do pass and be 

printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 10 ayes, 1 nay, 0 present not voting, and 0 

absent. 

 

The Chair laid out CSSB 130 by Senator Campbell as a matter of pending business. Senator 

Campbell moved adoption of the committee substitute. Without objection, it was so ordered. 

Senator Campbell moved that SB 130 do not pass but the committee substitute do pass and be 

printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 8 ayes, 3 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 

absent. 

 

The Chair laid out SB 498 by Senator Johnson as a matter of pending business. Senator Johnson 

moved that SB 498 be reported favorably to the full Senate with the recommendation that it do 

pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 11 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not 

voting, and 0 absent. The Chair moved that the bill be recommended for placement on the Local 

& Uncontested Calendar; without objection, it was so ordered. 

 

The Chair laid out SB 895 by Senator Johnson as a matter of pending business. Senator Johnson 

sent up the committee substitute to SB 895. The Chair recognized the author to explain the 

difference between the committee substitute and the bill as filed. Senator Johnson moved 

adoption of the committee substitute; without objection, it was so ordered. Senator Johnson 

moved that SB 895 do not pass but the committee substitute do pass and be printed. The motion 

carried with a record vote of 10 ayes, 1 nay, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.  

 

The Chair laid out CSSB 1015 by Senator King as a matter of pending business. Senator King 

moved adoption of the committee substitute. Without objection, it was so ordered. Senator King 

moved that SB 1015 do not pass but the committee substitute do pass and be printed. The motion 

carried with a record vote of 11 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. Senator King 
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moved that the bill be recommended for placement on the Local & Uncontested Calendar; 

without objection, it was so ordered. 

 

The Chair laid out SB 1016 by Senator King as a matter of pending business. Senator King sent 

up the committee substitute to SB 1016. The Chair recognized the author to explain the 

difference between the committee substitute and the bill as filed. Senator King moved the 

adoption of the committee substitute; without objection, it was so ordered. Senator King moved 

that SB 1016 do not pass but the committee substitute do pass and be printed. The motion carried 

with a record vote of 11 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. The Chair moved that 

the bill be recommended for placement on the Local & Uncontested Calendar; without objection, 

it was so ordered. 

 

The Chair moved to reconsider the vote for SB 936 which failed to reach an affirmative vote 

earlier in the meeting. The motion to reconsider carried with a record vote of 8 ayes, 3 nays, 0 

present not voting, and 0 absent. The Chair moved that SB 936 be reported favorably to the full 

Senate with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record 

vote of 8 ayes, 3 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. 

 

Senator Zaffirini asked the Chair for unanimous consent to be shown voting aye on SB 768 and 

CSSB 541. Without objection, it was so ordered. 

 

The Chair laid out SB 1117 and recognized the author, Senator Hancock, to explain the bill. 

Senator King sent up the committee substitute to SB 1117. The Chair recognized the author to 

explain the difference in the substitute and the bill as filed. Witnesses testifying and registering 

on the bill are shown on the attached list. The Chair moved that the public testimony be closed; 

without objection, it was so ordered. The Chair moved that SB 1117 be left pending; without 

objection, it was so ordered.

Senator 

Schwertner sent up the committee substitute to SB 1001. The Chair recognized the author to 

explain the difference between the committee substitute and the bill as filed. The Chair opened 

public testimony. The Chair moved that the public testimony be closed; without objection, it was 

so ordered. The Chair moved the adoption of the committee substitute; without objection, it was 

so ordered. The Chair moved that SB 1001 do not pass but the committee substitute do pass and 

be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 9 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 2 

absent. Senator Schwertner moved that the bill be recommended for placement on the Local & 

Uncontested Calendar; without objection, it was so ordered. 

 

Senator Schwertner resumed the chair. 

 

The Chair laid out SB 1238 and recognized the author, Senator Nichols, to explain the bill. 

Senator Nichols sent up the committee substitute to SB 1238. The Chair recognized the author to 

explain the difference in the substitute and the bill as filed. The Chair moved adoption of the 

committee substitute; without objection, it was so ordered. Witnesses testifying and registering 

on the bill are shown on the attached list. The Chair moved that the public testimony be closed; 

without objection, it was so ordered. The Chair moved that CSSB 1238 be left pending; without 

objection, it was so ordered.

Witnesses testifying and registering on the bill are shown on the attached list. The Chair moved 

that the public testimony be closed; without objection, it was so ordered. The Chair moved that 

SB 1002 be left pending; without objection, it was so ordered. 
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The Chair laid out SB 1110 and recognized the author, Senator Schwertner, to explain the bill. 

Senator Schwertner sent up the committee substitute to SB 1110. The Chair recognized the 

author to explain the difference between the committee substitute and the bill as filed. Witnesses 

testifying and registering on the bill are shown on the attached list.
